	[image: ]Important Ideas
The Nativity Story- Christians believe that Jesus was born in Bethlehem. His mother was Mary, and Joseph cared for them. Christians believe Jesus’ birth was special because he is God’s son.
[image: ]Incarnation - This means “God becoming human”. Christians believe that at Christmas, God came to Earth as Jesus. 
[image: ]Shepherds - Shepherds were the first to hear about Jesus’ birth. This is important because they were ordinary people. It shows Christians that Jesus came for everyone.
[image: ]The Star & the Wise Men- A bright star led the Wise Men to Jesus. They brought gifts of gold, frankincense, and myrrh to show that Jesus was important. 
Stable - Jesus was born in a stable because there was no room at the inn. This reminds Christians that Jesus lived a simple life.
