[image: ]Holy Week- Holy Week is the week leading up to Easter. It begins with Palm Sunday and ends with Easter Sunday.
[image: ] Maundy Thursday & The Last Supper- The night before Good Friday, Jesus shared a special meal with his friends. Christians remember this meal today with communion.
[image: ][image: ]Good Friday- Christians remember the day Jesus died on the cross. They believe Jesus chose to do this because he trusted God and wanted to help people.
[image: ]Resurrection- Christians believe Jesus came back to life on Easter Sunday. They see this as a sign of hope, forgiveness, and new beginnings.
Salvation - Christians believe Jesus’ death and resurrection made a way for people to be close to God forever.

Crucifixion: Being put to death on a cross.
