	We are going to learn how Jewish people follow teachings from the Torah and how these teachings guide their choices, especially around food, festivals, and remembering important stories from their history.


	🟩 Important Ideas
[image: ]Kashrut (Food Laws)- Jewish people follow special rules about what they can and cannot eat. Food that is allowed is called kosher.
Examples include:
· Animals must have split hooves and chew the cud. 
· Fish must have fins and scales.
· Shellfish and birds of prey are not allowed.
· Meat and dairy cannot be eaten together.
Following these rules is a way of showing obedience to God.
[image: ] Kosher, Non-Kosher & Parev- Some foods are meat, some are dairy, and some are parev, meaning they can be eaten with either meat or dairy. Jews may also check very carefully to make sure there are no insects in vegetables. 
[image: ] Passover (Pesach)- Jewish families celebrate a special festival in spring called Passover, remembering when Moses led the Israelites out of Egypt.
They share a special meal called a Seder, which includes foods that help retell the story. 
[image: ] The Story of Passover- Jews remember how God “passed over” the Israelite homes marked with lamb’s blood, keeping them safe. This story teaches about freedom and trusting God.
