ATTENDANCE LETTERS

This week, | will be sending out our end of term 5 attendance letters, ahead of the final year summary
which will be included with your child’s end of year school report. Letters will be sent to families where
their child’s overall attendance is 90% or less (considered to be persistent absence).

Good attendance is a school and national priority. As part of the school and Lighthouse (MAT)
commitment to supporting all pupils to attend regularly, we closely monitor attendance. In the majority of
cases, these letters are simply to keep you informed about your child’s overall attendance and are
nothing to worry about.

TAKING CARE WHEN ARRIVING AND LEAVING SCHOOL

Road safety and considering others is frequently a focus of our whole school services. Over the last few
weeks, we have worked with Years 5 and 6 to consider how we can reduce the risk of accidents, when
arriving and leaving school. The children recognised that it was important that they were careful and
considerate to others and have agreed that they will not mount their bikes or scooters until they are out
into the space of Larch Close. We will have some of the school team positioned at the gate, for the next
few weeks, to help remind the children of this safer way of leaving school.

We have also received a number of concerns from parents and neighbours about dangerous parking.
One of our pupils was very nearly involved in an accident, whilst trying to cross the road onto the green
adjacent to Larch Close, as they had no alternative other than to cross between parked cars.

FREE NHS app HELPS PARENTS CARE FOR THEIR POORLY CHILD

As winter sets in and common childhood illnesses become more frequent, parents are being encouraged to use a free NHS app to
help them decide how best to care for their child.

The HANDI app, which has been developed by a team of specialist children’s doctors, is quick and easy to use and gives parents
and carers expert advice on a range of 4 childhood illnesses. These include diarrhoea and vomiting, high temperature, tummy pain,
chestiness, head injuries and common problems experienced by newborn babies.

The app takes parents through a series of questions about their child’s symptoms and then advises on the best course of action,
whether that’s to treat at home, to make a GP appointment, call NHS 111 or call 999. The HANDi App is available to download for
Apple phones from the app store or iTunes and for Android phones at Google Play.
